• Hemodialysis- Vascular Access Complications
o Currently, no capacity to revise HD shunts but can

manage and stop hemorrhage and replace with
temporary HD catheter.

• Adolescent Patients (16-18)
o Limited specialist coverage of operative and ICU care.
o Patients will be accepted based the admitting

specialist who must have agreement from all
reasonably needed services prior to acceptance

• Lateral Transfer(s)
o Transfers request from hospitals with published

same service capabilities shall be reviewed by
transfer center medical director or designee.Transfers for forensic evaluation only (Sexual 

assault, foreign body retrieval) 

• General Medicine and Intensive Care
• General Orthopedic Emergencies
• Emergency Medicine (Seen in ED and likely

discharged after procedure or consult)
• Endocrine emergencies
• Gastrointestinal Emergencies (including

ERCP)
• Neurology (Stroke and Non-Stroke)
• Neurosurgery

o Includes isolated traumatic SDH
• Obstetrics and gynecology

o Includes precipitous deliveries and newborn
medicine

• Oncology and Hematological
Emergencies
o Includes plasmapheresis

o Includes thoracic, vascular, cardiovascular
